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Man From Atlantis – The Complete Series, Including the Movies – First Watch 
Supporting cast: Jean Marie Hon - Jane; Richard Laurance Williams - Jomo; J. Víctor López - Chuey; Victor Buono - Mr. Schubert.
Movie 1 – Man From Atlantis (7.5/10)
· A water-breathing human, the sole survivor of an underwater civilization called Atlantis, emerges from the ocean and has to learn to deal with the air-breathers on the surface.
· The military has taken interest in him, of course. When he is asked to search for a vessel called the SeaQuest (!) at 36.000 feet, he agrees to help. When he is down there, he sees a submarine at the same depth, which also would be impossible, he follows it and finds a secret base where he is able to get into.
· Guest Star: Lawrence Pressman
· Okay pilot episode, solid opening
Movie 2: - The Death Scouts (6.5/10)
· A human scientist capable of living underwater discovers similar alien life inhabiting human bodies, and looks to them for a clue to his origin.
· Seems like what Mark discovers is a spaceship and the logo on this trunks is the same as something he finds on that ship.
· 3 persons are snatched from a boat by some creatures, one ends up death, the other two seems to have been modified like Mark, with the same hands, same need for water. Two aliens pretend they are related to Mark. One tries to escape with the ship, the other one decides to help Mark
Movie 3 : Killer Spores (6.5/10)
· The Cetacean is called upon to recover a space probe that crashes in the sea, and Mark soon learns that the probe is covered with thousands of tiny alien beings. 
· They intend to learn all they can about the human race by invading host bodies and controlling them. Mark must return them to space before they destroy all humanity.
· Mark really behaves irrationally, driving to the desert at 100+ miles an hour, getting exhausted.
· Watched first 45 minutes, not really my cup of tea. I enjoyed second part a bit more. Spores are from outerspace, Mark must get them back to a rocket which is headed for outerspace, otherwise they will stay indefinitely on earth.
Movie 4: The Disappearances (7/10)
· Elizabeth is kidnapped, one of dozens of scientists held prisoner on the island of Felicitos, controlled by special mineral springs that render their victims completely happy and compliant. 
· Dr. Smith is using them to build a rocket to take her away from our troubled planet in search of some better world, and Mark must find a way to counter the brain-washing and free the captives.
· Dr. Smith is a nasty piece of trash, no problem with killing people, shame she gets to go free in her rocket. An entertaining episode
1x05 – Melt down (7+/10)
· Water levels are rising all over the Earth. Mr. Schubert offers to stop the disaster in exchange for Mark Harris, but it's the villain himself who is melting the world's ice caps with microwaves. 
· Schubert agrees to stop the melt down if Mark will stay on of his own free will as a test subject, though his true plan is to flood the world and repopulate it with a new species of water-breathing men.
· It was an entertaining episode, not fantastic or something, but after my Hulk rewatch, this is much more entertaining if you ask me. If Schubert is the antagonist this whole season, makes me a bit concerned, he was okay for one episode, not sure he is interesting enough for multiple episodes. I do miss Dr. Miller Simon (Kenneth Tigar)
1x06 – The Mudworm (6/10)
· Ships are being damaged by an unknown agent hidden at a depth impossible for the Navy to reach, where the Cetacean finds an automated robot, the Mud Worm. 
· It is programmed to crawl along the sea bottom collecting mineral samples, but was damaged, and now resists all efforts to approach it with deadly force. 
· Mark manages to shut down the robot and haul it inside the Cetacean, but when it reactivates, it will destroy everything in its path in an effort to escape.
· Least one yet.
1x07 – Hawk of Mu (6+/10)
· Schubert's tracking of a mysterious power source causes a blackout, at the center of which, Mark discovers an ancient statue of a hawk. When he rescues Schubert's daughter Juliette from drowning, the villain learns of the hawk and steals it to discover the secret of its power.
· It was watchable, it had a few funny moments. Schubert as the antagonist, he’s comic relief to be honest, but I must admit, he and his minion makes me sometimes laugh. Still, when compared to the Hulk, I find this much more fun to watch, even though this is far from a great show.
1x08 – Giant (6/10)
· The world is endangered when a vortex opens in the ocean, and Mark must find where its going and some how stop it before all the water is drained away.
· Again, same as before, watchable, an episode without Schubert.
· Guest starring: Ted Neeley & Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
1x09 – Man O’War (6/10)
· Strapped for cash from his many expensive bids for world domination, Schubert breeds an aggressive genetically-altered jellyfish ten feet across named Poobah, and uses it for blackmail purposes. When the creature attacks a swim meet, Mark must battle the jellyfish.
· I believe the show started out okay but is since then the quality dropped, stories generic, a bit silly and the jellyfish itself looked really cheap and silly.
· Schubert is back and this is starting to become the highlight of the episode, the comical banter between him and Brent.
1x10 - Shoot-Out at Land's End (6.5/10)
· While investigating an underwater volcano, Mark is stricken with sudden pain in the shoulder. This is not the first time he's felt pain for no reason, and his instincts lead him to a deserted beach and, inexplicably, to a frontier town of the old west called Land's End. 
· There he meets his identical twin, Billy, another water-breather who washed up on a beach with no knowledge of his true identity. Billy takes Mark's place aboard the Cetacean, leaving the Man from Atlantis to face the villains of Land's End.
· A western episode (!) where Mark meets his brother so to speak, his twin brother.
1x11 –  Crystal Water, Sudden Death (6/10)
· The Cetacean finds an underwater forcefield, which shelters a race of air-breathers with a strange clicking language. Mr. Schubert forces the Clicks to mine crystals for him, but taking the crystals will cause the field to collapse and kill them all unless Mark can intervene.
· Guest star: a very young Rene Auberjonois as Schubert’s  right hand. The episode was okay at best, still I find it an enjoyable watch, for a 70’s show I think that it actually still looks quite okay, good acting, like Patrick Duffy and Belinda Montgomery as the lead characters.
1x12 - The Naked Montague (5/10)
· When a sea quake opens a fissure and Mark investigates, he finds himself in the world of "Romeo and Juliet".
· Found this one to be the least interesting, still it was watchable. 
· Guest starring: Lisa Eilbacher; Ahna Capri; John Shea; David Gautreaux; Lewis Arquette
1x13 – CW Hyde (6.5/10)
· An enzyme from a rock fossil Mark finds on the sea floor with the properties of changing people's personalities gets into C.W's coffee while Mark and Elizabeth are sent to recover a lost survey probe with a deadly self destruct booby trap.
· It was kinda fun episode, guest starring: Michele Carey; Val Avery.
1x14 – Scavenger Hunt (6/10)
· Mysterious deadly canisters buried at the ocean floor resurface on a primitive island, where Muldoon has the natives believing he speaks for a powerful god.
· Muldoon is back, pretending to be a powerful being, living with a two headed creature he called Oscar.
· It seems in part 2 of season one that the format has changed, which did not make it better. Mark has adventures mostly on his own while Dr. Elizabeth Merrill stays behind on the sub waiting for Mark to return. I liked it better when the adventures were happening mostly with the sub. Still I have to admit, this episode did make me laugh a few times, mainly because of the creature Oscar. It’s cheap looking but still, it made me laugh. Guest star: Ted Cassidy & Ted Neeley as Muldoon.
1x15 – Imp (5/10)
· Disaster strikes at the Triton undersea habitat and threatens to spread to the world upon the appearance of Moby, a being that turns men's minds to those of a child.
· I certainly can understand why Man From Atlantis was cancelled! This episode was barely watchable. Guest starring: Pat Morita; Dick Gautier
1x16 – Siren (6/10)
· Mark believes a series of sonic "attacks" to be the song of a siren. He finds a young siren held prisoner on a submarine and must free her from the underwater pirates.
· At least the episode is set in the ocean, instead of land, other than that, it was mwah.
· Suddenly Dr. Elizabeth Merrill (Belinda Montgomery) is no longer there, we get to see a scene where C.W. is supposedly on the phone with her, she’s is in Washington is not yet able to get back soon.
· About Montgomery’s disappearance from the last 2 episodes :
Belinda Montgomery (Dr. Elizabeth Merrill) left Man from Atlantis before the final two episodes of the series (episodes 12 and 13) because she was dissatisfied with the reduction of her role and successfully had her contract terminated. 
According to reports and behind-the-scenes accounts, the reasons for her departure included:
Sidelined Character: As the series progressed, the focus shifted from serious science fiction to more adventurous, "sillier" scripts, reducing her character to standing on the bridge of the Cetacean and providing exposition.
Contract Negotiation: Montgomery, with the assistance of her lawyers, managed to get out of her contract with the studio after episode eleven.
Replacement: A new female lead, Dr. Jenny Reynolds (played by Lisa Blake Richards), was briefly introduced in the 12th episode, though the final episode did not feature a primary female lead.
· Well, I have to agree with her reasoning, it started out kinda interesting but at one point it was the Patrick Duffy show, less ensemble and more on land than at the sea. Second season of SeaQuest DSV did this also, which makes it the weakest season to me. Her absence is immediately felt, she made the show more watchable, but like Wilma Deering in season two of Buck Rogers, Dr. Elizabeth Merrill’s role indeed became more trivial with each episode.
· Guest stars: Laurette Sprang (BGS78); Michael Strong; Neville Brand
1x17 – Deadly Carnival (6.5/10)
· When a man who works in a carnival dies from drowning, Mark is sent to investigate. He learns that two men who work at the carnival are planning something that requires a someone who can hold their breath under water.
· Mark has his first kiss! He’s been called the Man from Atlantis, which hasn’t been touched upon since the pilot. Another episode on land, makes it almost more and more an ordinary procedural. The Cetacean isn’t part of this episode, as is its crew.
· Guest stars: Anthony James; Billy Barty; Sharon Farrell
· The episode solved the plot but there is no closure or whatsoever, an open ending.
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
